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Rev Meghan’s Corner

Greetings friends,

In mid-March we finished round two of our Beloved Conversations class—the 8-week
class focused on helping us explore and have conversations about race and racism. Now
almost 40 of our members have engaged with this material by way of reading, films,
role-plays, a panel of outside speakers and many large and small group conversations.

I have to say this has been one of the most exciting areas of my ministry in the past few years-in part because
this is an area in which I have pushed myself to learn and grow and because it has been so exciting to watch
other white people “get the bug” about unlearning ideas we have taken for granted. Once white folks have the
humility and the willingness to really listen to people of color talk about their experiences and challenge our
long-held beliefs there is an excitement that builds and a momentum. We can’t wait to get about the business of
peeling back the film of the dominant white culture so we can see more and more clearly how differently people
of color experience the world we share. Friends, the process of unlearning and relearning truly feels good!

I know that this is an area that many white people feel a little timid to explore. Maybe we worry that we’ll say
the wrong thing. Or that people will tell us we are racist in ways that we don’t even fully understand. Maybe we
think that because we don’t actively hold overt racist thoughts that we have nothing to gain from the effort. Or
that action is really the way to help solve the world’s problems. Here’s what I know to be true: all of our social
justice work in the world would become truly transformative if we first engage ourselves in the work of
understanding the white supremacy culture we are embedded in. If we choose to not do this work we are
allowing a film to obscure our true vision and hold us separate from the people of color we are hoping to deeply
connect with. Engaging with this work honors the people of color already in our congregation and will help
create a congregational culture that draws, or at least ceases to repel, people of color who are looking for a
liberal religious faith to call home.

My greatest dream for you is that you will continue this work after I am gone. The Racial Justice Task force is
planning more opportunities to read and discuss books and watch more films together in the coming months.
There are people now skilled and experienced in facilitating Beloved Conversations classes in the future. I hope
all of you, white people and people of color, will engage yourselves in these conversations so that this
congregation can grow even more deeply into authentic relationship with one another as a whole, multi-racial
community.

In August of 2018 the Community Outreach Liaison from the
Encinitas Union School District reached out to our congregation
asking for some assistance. It was obvious that the children
attending elementary school needed shoes and clothes and the
families needed help with food. The Social Justice Action
Committee held an immediate collection for two weeks for
these families. The outpouring of generosity from this
congregation, $2000, exceeded all expectations. Each of these
families are at different stages in the process of seeking asylum.
We continue to support them with visits to various court
appointments. One family is working with a JFS attorney.

Thank you to this congregation for the continued support for
these families.
For the past 8 months, these are some of the services we have
offered

Purchased food and gift cards
Signed them up for the local food bank and assist with rides
Shopping outing at the CRC thrift store for the two older girls (5%
and 7™ grade) so they could choose a couple outfits and shoes for
school
Rides to and from many court dates
Assistance in attempting to securing pro bono lawyers
Enrolled 7" grader in school (She loves Oak Crest Middle School)
Rides to the doctor and dental appointments
Assistance with phone calls and paperwork
Delivered food on Thanksgiving
Attempted to offer ESL lessons but their schedules are too
inconsistent at this time
Provided transportation and accompanied all families on a
shopping spree at Target for Operation School Bell through the
assistance league
Delivered furniture and other donations to their homes
Congregation-wide gift drive during the holiday season. Provided
all children with a jacket, shoes and a toy and gave the parents gift
cards to Target
